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Youõve probably never heard of 

Florimonteõs Fine Foods and Deli
because it literally is the best-kept secret 
in Williamsburg. This informal deli, 
located in the Williamsburg Crossing 
Shopping Center, is reasonably priced 
plus it has a friendly staff and fair 
prices. 

A little further than Paulõs or College 
Delly, the food makes the drive well 
worth it. New York style pizza for 
$1.50 a slice is hard to come by in 
this town, but Florimonteõs has it, and 
authentic Italian desserts to go with it. 
They also serve sandwiches all around 
$5, breakfast, salads and fabulous 
òhomemadeó Italian dinners like 
gnocchi, lasagna, chicken ÿ orintine and 

risotto cakes ñ all well priced for the 
college student. Stop by soon, before 
the word gets out.
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Cute name and prime location aside, 

the Daily Grind has always inspired 
undergrad affection thanks to its quality 
coffee beans and warm atmosphere 
(literally ñ the crackling þ replace 
provides a perfect greeting to wind-
chilled customers waiting in line). 

Forego the fake-me-out Starbuckses 
of the Marketplace and the Bookstore 
ñ the DG has an equally (if not more) 
diverse selection of fraps, teas and 
coffees for its customers; and unlike 
Aromas, you wonõt get kicked out for 
studying. In fact, at any given point 
of the day, nearly half of the Grindõs 
inhabitants can be found nestled up 
with a textbook or laptop in any one 
of the shopõs numerous cozy corners 
ñ perfect for cramming, dozing, 
snuggling or pondering.
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After-hours in Colonial 

Williamsburg may be about as lively 
as a corpse, but thatõs exactly the 
point ñ Duke of Gloucester Street 
is teeming with stories about things 
that go bump in the night. The best 
of the best? 

The Boxwood Hedges ñ a dark, 
winding path wedged between the 
inþ nitely spooky Peyton Randolph 
House and the Palace Green (the 
corridor leading up to the Governorõs 
Palace) said to be haunted by a 
revolutionary-era assassin. 

Keep all eyes on the ground as 
you make your way through ñ if 
you see the ghoulõs silver-buckled 
shoes, donõt look up or else youõll be 
the þ rst (and last) person to have met 
his gaze. 

Extra fun is provided by folks 
who stick pairs of shoes in the 
hedges just to freak out those who 
tempt its fate. 
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
